2. The Hope 
of Jacob

from between his feet until he whose right it is comes 
and the obedience of the peoples belongs to him. 
(Gen. 49:10 CSB)



17 I see him, but not now; I perceive 
him, but not near. A star will come 
from Jacob, and a scepter will arise 
from Israel. (Num. 24:17 CSB)



5 "In Bethlehem of Judea," they told him, 
"because this is what was written by the 
prophet: 6 And you, Bethlehem, in the 
land of Judah, are by no means least 
among the rulers of Judah: Because out of 
you will come a ruler who will shepherd 
my people Israel."

4. The Hope 
of Boaz & 
Ruth
22 Obed fathered Jesse, and Jesse fathered David. 
(Ruth 4:22 CSB)



5. The Hope 
of David



12 When your time comes and you rest with 
your fathers, I will raise up after you your 
descendant, who will come from your body, 
and I will establish his kingdom. 13 He is 
the one who will build a house for my 
name, and I will establish the throne of his 
kingdom forever. 14 I will be his father, and 
he will be my son. When he does wrong, 



I will discipline him with a rod of men and 
blows from mortals. 15 But my faithful love 
will never leave him as it did when I 
removed it from Saul, whom I removed 
from before you. 16 Your house and 
kingdom will endure before me forever, 
and your throne will be established 
forever.'" (2 Sam. 7:12-16 CSB)

6. The Hope 
of Isaiah

6 For a child will be born for us, a 
Son will be given to us, and the 
government will be on his shoulders. 
He will be named Wonderful 
Counselor, Mighty God, Eternal 
Father, Prince of Peace. 7 The 
dominion will be vast, and its



prosperity will never end. He will 
reign on the throne of David and over 
his kingdom, to establish and sustain 
it with justice and righteousness from 
now on and forever. The zeal of the 
LORD of Armies will accomplish 
this. (Isa. 9:6-7 CSB)
